Make sure water bottles are dry. Drying is an important as cleaning. If the water bottles and caps
are completely dry, that will kill a lot of harmful bacteria. It is moisture which allows them to thrive

A problem can be if you place a cap back on water bottle before all water is evaporated and dry.
This keeps the bottle moist and allows bacteria to grow.
